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The Natural Resources Foundation of Wisconsin has awarded a
$1,500 grant to the Town of Berry to help fund creation of a duck
scrape as part of the Town park wetland restoration project near
the Town Hall.

Once “scraped,” the exposed wetland soil will be seeded by
hand to re-vegetate the site with native wet prairie plant species
collected by volunteers last summer and fall. Two acres near the
pond site were seeded with over forty types of Wisconsin flowers
and grasses in November, 2006 using seed collected from nearby
prairie restorations at Holy Wisdom Monastery, the Swamplovers
Unit of the Ice Age Trail, and the land of Town residents.

Grants from two other organizations have also been
received. The Wisconsin Waterfowl Association and the United
States Fish and Wildlife Service have each pledged to contribute
$500.00. Additionally, the Wisconsin Waterfowl Association will
oversee the actual pond construction.

The Natural Resources Foundation is a non-profit
conservation organization that supports state and local
conservation efforts throughout the state.

RICHARDS DAIRY FARM

If you say that the accompanying picture is worth “a
thousand words,” you’d “read” that the fella in the
picture (Phil Richards) was running a cement
operation. However, the real story is that the
Richards family is expanding their dairy herd
operation; and to do that, they need to add a 120 x
240 ft. free-stall feeding and housing building.

When we arrived for our interview a couple
months ago, we found Phil in this new building,
dashing about in a Bobcat loader. Two of his dogs,
Schmitty (an Australian Blue Healer) and Hank (an
English Springer Spaniel), were running about
hither and thither. There were construction workers
all about. To add to the commotion, a cement truck
was backing in, emitting the required warning
sounds. Seemingly oblivious to all the activity
going on about him—~Phil jumps out of the loader
and comes over to us with such an affable
demeanor—appearing as though this is just “another
day at the office” for him.

Phil grew up in Dane, Wisconsin; but not
on a farm. However, as a youth, he worked on
farms. He originally trained to be a butcher but
quickly discovered that that wasn’t his dream
career. It turns out that 1985 was quite a turning-
point year for him. Not only did he marry his wife,
Julie; but it was the year that he and his bride began
operating a dairy farm. For the first three years,
they farmed near Lodi; and for the next six years,
they farmed west of Sauk City. In 1993 they bought
their present 160-acre farm at 5930 Schuman Road.
Presently, they are milking about 130 cows. When
the new structure is completed, they’ll add 100
more cows to their herd.

Operating their farm has become quite a
family affair. Their oldest son, Travis, 21, farms

full-time. Their second son, Jeremy, 20, helps on
the farm but plans to go into the engineering field.
Daughter Shaina, a high school senior, helps on the
farm. Their youngest son, Arron, aged 13, also
helps on the farm and plans to make dairy farming
his career. Julie is the assistant to the principal at
Wisconsin Heights Elementary School in
Mazomanie . . . and we’re certain that she does her
share to make the farm run smoothly.

They’ve recently added two part-time
assistants. One, named Asom, arrived several
weeks ago from Uzbekistan (just north of
Afghanistan) as part of a one-year internship work
program. So far, he’s told the Richards that it seems
colder here than in his homeland. Hopefully
though, he’ll soon discover that Wisconsin’s
weather may be chilly but that’s not the case of our
Town of Berry hospitality.

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Forests in Wisconsin are being invaded by
nonnative plants that shade out native vegetation
and reduce the health of the forest. One of the worst
invaders in our area is Garlic Mustard (Alliaria
petiolata). Spring is an ideal time to eradicate it.
Garlic mustard is one of the first plants to green up,
which makes it easier to identify. It is important to
detect and eliminate this plant early before it
establishes a large colony and takes over the woods.

Garlic mustard appears now as a green
rosette of frilled, heart-shaped leaves. When
crushed, the leaf will smell of garlic. Small groups
can be uprooted — be sure to get the tap root out.
Large colonies may require treatment with
Roundup, or similar herbicide. In a few weeks, 2-
year old garlic mustard plants will become even
more visible, sending up stalks that bears clusters of
small white flowers, with four petals each. If you
uproot the plant in the flowering stage, be sure to
burn it, or bag it and put it in your trash. Flowering
garlic mustard can produce seed even after being
pulled. As garlic mustard seed can survive in the
soil for several years, be sure to revisit places where
you’ve eliminated garlic mustard to get this year’s

new sprouts.

Be sure to use garlic
mustard growing well away from roads or other
sources of contamination.

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Many tons of electronics are unwisely sent to
landfills every year. Computers contain a number
of toxic and hazardous materials, including lead,
cadmium, mercury, and flame retardants.
Businesses are prohibited from discarding these
materials into normal landfills and household
computers should also be kept out of disposal sites.

Some electronic items can be recycled for
free. Several charitable organizations will accept
cell phones (such as the Dane County Sheriff

Department), pagers, or ink cartridges at no charge.
Ask at your child’s school, your place of worship,
or local community groups. Some office supply
stores offer free recycling of these items as well.

Because of the complexity of recycling
electronic devices, with their mix of plastics, glass,
and metals, recycling options for larger items are
usually fee-based. Fees may be charged by weight
or item.

Office Depot has a program to accept
electronics for recycling by volume as opposed to
weight. The customer pays a fee for a small,
medium, or large box. The customer fills the box
with as many acceptable electronics or peripherals
as will fit in the closed box, and then drops it off at
Office Depot for recycling.
